Road, & recommended on all other primitive roads. Black Gap is closed. Expect rough and/or muddy conditions on all 
gravel and/or dirt roads. 
**** Your safety is your responsibility. Visitors must have the ability to sustain, support and /or recover themselves. 
* Parking at popular trails and destinations may become congested. The Chisos Basin, Hot Springs, Lost Mine, and Santa  
Elena Canyon are often congested and/or full between 10am-4pm. Please obey traffic and parking laws and be courteous  
to other visitors. If parking is full consider visiting another trail or area of interest and return when the area is less busy. 
 
* Heat safety tips: Avoid strenuous activity between 12 PM and 4 PM. Protect yourself from the sun, wear lightweight, 
light-colored protective clothing, a hat and sunscreen. Drink plenty of water and supplement with electrolytes. Carry a 
minimum of 2 liters for short hikes, and 1 gallon or more for full-day hikes. Eat salty snacks and take frequent breaks in 
the shade to cool down.
